Terms and Conditions of Hire
At key handover (appointment arranged by mutual agreement) a representative of the village hall and your point of contact for the duration of the hire will greet you.  They will show you round so that you can agree the handover state of the facility. They will explain the fire and other safety procedures to you and they will demonstrate to you anything you might need within the conditions of what you have hired.

For any hiring we require the name, address and telephone of a nominated representative – the hirer – who will be our point of contact and who will accept responsibility for the hire. (Note repeat bookings do not require the process to be repeated but any change of particulars in the hirer must be notified. 

Unless otherwise agreed the full booking fee must be paid at least 10 days before the event. They keys will not be handed over unless the payment has been cleared by our bank. 

For adult parties (over 18’s) and weddings we require that at the time of booking a £100 cash surety is paid. It must be cash and it will act as a booking deposit. The booking cannot be confirmed until this is paid and the hire agreement signed. If the booking has to be cancelled more than 21 days before the booked date this sum will be returned in full.

PLEASE NOTE THAT THE SURETY IS NOT A LIMITATION OF LIABILITY. If there is any damage, consequence or cost that exceeds the surety the hirer will be held responsible for that excess, in full.

If the booking is cancelled between 21 and 10 days before the booked date the sum will be returned less 30% of the booking fee.

Cancellation after that will result in deduction of the full booking fee.

Return of the cash surety in full will be made after the event (the following day on an evening party/wedding) subject to a satisfactory walk-round with the schedule 2 checklist.  Any deductions necessary will be made in accordance with schedule 3.
For parties where the attendees are predominantly teenagers we require the surety be increased to £150 and three adults must sign up to being present at all times and responsible for the behaviour of those present. 
You are reminded that it is a criminal act to allow the consumption of alcohol by under 18’s in premises such as ours or in the immediate outside vicinity. 
Please note that our music licence prevents the playing of music after 01.00 (The committee require that no music be played after midnight on a Saturday. This is out of respect for our neighbours. We expect that similar respect will be shown by the hirer. Please keep music levels reasonable and doors and windows closed. 

Under no circumstances should anyone trespass onto our neighbours’ property.

Complaints to the village hall management from our neighbours about noise, trespass or litter can impact on the return of your surety.
